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PROTOCOL BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE OF BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA
AND THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
ON THE TERMS OF PROVIDING SCHOLARSHIPS
TO STUDENTS FROM B & H TO ATTEND
HELLENIC MILITARY ACADEMIES AND SCHOOLS

The Ministry of Defence of Bosnia and Herzegovina and the Ministry of Na-
tional Defence of the Hellenic Republic agree and accept the terms for the provision
of scholarship to students from B & H to attend Higher Military Educational Training
Institutions, Military Schools of Further Education, Arms Schools, Specialization and
Training Schools and NCO Schools of the Hellenic Ministry of National Defence for
the promotion of the relations between the two countries in the field of military coop-
eration, as follows :

ARTICLE I
Higher Military Educational Training Institutions
1. Military Academy — a 4 year course — for Army Officers.

2. Air Force Academy — a 4 year course - for Air Force Officers, Pilot officers
and engineers (officers).

ARTICLE Il

Schools of Further Education, Arms Schools, Specialization and Training
Schools

1. National Defence College —a 10 month course.
2. Supreme Joint War College — a ten month course.
3. Command and General Staff College — a 6 month course.

4. Arms Schools, Specialization and Training Schools of Army and Air Force
varying from a 1 month to 1 year course

ARTICLE I
Military NCO Schools
1. Army NCO School - a 2 year course — for Army Regular NCOs.

2. Air Force Technical NCOs School - a 2 year course- for Air Force Regular
Technician NCOs.

3. Air Force Administrative NCOs School - a 2 year course- for Air Force
Regular Administrative NCOs.
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ARTICLE IV

Specialties
1. Military Academy (MA)

a. The students, after their graduation, allocated to the Arms (Infantry, Ar-
mour, Artillery, Engineers, Signals, Army Aviation) and Corps (Technical, Logistics
and Ordnance) of the Army. The same training is provided for all Arms and Corps.
After graduation, they attend a one- year course in respective Arms/Corps Schools,
pertinent to the responsibilities assigned to them in their Units.

b. When the students from B & H graduate MA, they attend the
Arms/Corps Schools, only if it is requested by their Country.

c. The Authorities of B & H decide on the Arm or Corps School students
will attend and should notify the MA, through Hellenic MOFA, at least three months
before graduation.

2. Air Force Academy (AFA)

a. Students attend courses at Aviation officers (Pilots) or flight engineers
Departments.

b. Attendance is separate in each department.

c. Students from B & H admitted to the flight engineers Department, upon
completion of the first year of studies, will attend courses on one of the following
specialties by consent of the MOD of B & H:

(1) Aircraft Engineer.
(2) Telecommunication — Electronics Engineer

(3) Air Force Installations Engineer

d. Students, who are admitted to the Pilot department, after their prepara-
tory training, will attend a four- year course including academic studies, sports and
military flight training.

e. Flight training includes:

(1) Two (2) month Initial Training phase in the first year of studies.
(2) Twelve (12) month Basic Training phase in the second and third
year of studies.

f. Upon graduation, they will receive an advanced training course at a
special training center.

g. Flight training period, after graduation, has been estimated to last 8
months maximum, starting from the first flight day.

h. Students, considered ineligible for flight training may enroll in Air De-
fence Control Department.

i. Attendance at such courses will be subject to the consent of the Ministry
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of Defence of B & H, otherwise they are removed from the list of students of the AFA
and are repatriated.

j. If, during Advanced Training, Second Lieutenants fail in flight training or
are found physically unfit to become Aviation officers, may attend a ground specialty
course. This will be subject to the approval of the Hellenic Air Force General Staff
(HAFGS) and the consent of the Ministry of Defence of B & H, otherwise they will be
repatriated.

k. Students from B & H, who are allocated to the specialties of Engineer-
ing, Air Defence Control and Supply, are to attend a 2-4 month training courses at
Training Centers of the Air Force, after their graduation.

3. Army Non- commissioned Officers School (NCOS)

a. Training courses in NCOS last two years. Administrative and Technical
NCOs graduate from this School. Training is provided at NCOS facilities for Adminis-
trative and Technical NCO. The allocation of Administrative and Technical NCOs in
Arms or Corps is made at the end of the second year of studies.

b. Upon graduation they receive training at the respective Arms or Corps
Schools following an order of the Hellenic Army General Staff.

4. Air force Administrative Non — Commissioned Officers School (AFNCOS).

a. AFNCO School is a two- year training course. Students obtain one of
the following specialties, upon admission: Recruiting non-commissioned officer, Fi-
nance non-commissioned officer, Meteorologist, Information NCO and Airfield de-
fence NCO. They are commissioned the rank of Sergeant (AF), upon graduation.

b. Students from B & H will obtain the specialty, upon request of the MOD
of B & H.

5. Air Force Technical Non — Commissioned Officers School (AFTNCOS)

a. The duration of studies lasts two years. Upon admission to the School,
students obtain one of the following specialties: Engine Fitter, Means of transport -
machinery, Mechanic, Electrician, Gun Repair Specialist, Air Force Installations Me-
chanic, Telecommunications Mechanic, Radar Mechanic, Interception Controller and
General equipment Assistant. They graduate as Sergeants.

b. Students from Bi-H obtain a specialty upon request of the Ministry of
Defence of B & H.

ARTICLE V
Qualifications

1. The provided training in Military Academies, Further Training Schools,
Arms Schools, Application Schools, and Specialization Schools, which men and
women may attend, is made in the Greek language.

2. The Ministry of Defence of B & H must make sure that candidate students
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have the following qualification required by the Hellenic MoD:

a. A twelve (12) year studies certificate or equivalent to the Hellenic High
School Certificate entitling the candidate to enroll in a Higher Education Institution
(University) of their country.

b. Excelient conduct.

c. Candidates for Military Academies and Schools must be between 17-22
years old. NCOs candidates should not be over 24 years old by 31 December of the
year of their arrival in Greece.

d. Candidates should be preferably single.

e. They should have not been condemned for a criminal offence. More
specifically: They must not have been sentenced irrevocably for theft, defalcation,
fraud, extortion, counterfeiting, bribery, malpractice, breach of duty, slander, perjury,
default, desertion or breach of law concerning the integrity of the country, its constitu-
tion or the protection of the civil rights, nor to have been indicted or actually prose-
cuted for any of the above crimes.

f. They must not have been deprived of their civil rights.
g. Candidates must be healthy and not able — bodied. More specifically :
(1) During selection, they must be found physicaly fit and should be
supplied with a health certificate.

(2) Upon arrival in Greece, all students will be examined, by the ap-
propriate Supreme Medical Committee of the respective Service.

(3) The diseases that render a candidate unfit for the Military Schools
are shown on Annex “A”.

(4) Students, found physically unfit during the initial examination con-
ducted in Greece as well as during the follow- on examinations, will be repatriated at
the expense of the Ministry of Defence of B & H.

h. More specifically: Candidates for the Air Force Academy (Pilots De-
partment) should :
(1) Not be over 1,90m of height.
(2) Have excellent eyesight and hearing.
i. Candidates must speak English or French or Russian fluently.

3. Students, who do not meet the aforementioned requirements, will be repa-
triated at the expense of the Ministry of Defence of B & H, regardless of the period or
phase of their training.

4. The selection of the candidates to attend Further Education Schools, Arms
Schools, Application Schools and Specialization Schools of the Hellenic Armed
Forces is based on the following prerequisites:

a. To attend the Schools listed in Article I, the candidates must have re-
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ceived the appropriate educational training in their country or have graduated from
Hellenic Higher Military Education Institution (Military Academy-Military School).

b. Technical, professional and personal skills and qualifications must be
above those required for the specific training.
c. Age and rank, as follows:

(1) Application- Further Training-Specialization Schools: 2" Lieuten-
ant, 1°! Lieutenant, Captain and the respective rank of the other Services of the
Armed Forces up to 36 years old.

(2) Command and Staff Officers College: Captain or the respective
rank of the other Services of the Armed Forces, up to 36 years old.

(3) Supreme Joint War College: Major, Lt. Colonel or the respective
rank of the other Services of the Armed Forces, up to 44 years old.

(4) National Defence College: Lt. Colonel, Colonel or the respective
rank of the other Services of the Armed Forces, up to 50 years old.

d. The level of the knowledge of the Greek language must be at least “B”
(equivalent to “Lower” Certificate in English).

5. The scholars, who do not have the aforementioned qualifications, will be
repatriated at the expense of the Ministry of Defence of B & H, regardless of the year
and the stage of training.

ARTICLE VI
Performance Marks

Their performance marks should at least be:
1. For Higher Military Education Institutions
80% out of 100% or
8 out of 10 or
16 out of 20 or
Very good- Excellent

2. For NCO Schools
70% out of 100% or
7 out of 10 or
14 out of 20 or
Good - Excellent
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ARTICLE VIl
Candidates Preparatory School

1. The Ministry of Defence of B & H must inform the Hellenic MoFA whether
they accept the scholarships offered, within three (3) months, and provide the names
of the candidates.

2. All candidates must have arrived in Greece by the end of September each
year to attend a Greek language preparatory course.

3. The preparatory course lasts one year. The Greek language is taught
through English, French or Russian.

4. Teaching of the Greek language, through other languages, will not be pos-

sible.

5. While attending the preparatory course, the students from B & H must
comply with the regulations of the respective School.

ARTICLE VI
Certificates required

1. Upon arrival in Greece, all students from B & H must bear the following cer-
tificates:

a Birth certificate.
a Cetrtificate of studies.
a Certificate of Health.

d. a Certificate showing that the student has been selected for a specific
school and specialization course.

e. a Marital Status Certificate.

ARTICLE IX
Arrival - Reception

1. The Ministry of Defence of B & H is obliged to advise the Hellenic MoFA or
MOD of arrival details (flight No, Date and Time) so that the Hellenic Military Authori-
ties can arrange reception formalities.

2. The Hellenic MOD ought to inform the Ministry of Public Order for the arri-
val of students from B & H at least a week prior to students’ arrival.
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ARTICLE X
Penal Jurisdiction

1. During the courses, students from B & H are subject to the Greek Penal
Code regarding criminal offences committed in the Hellenic territory, even if those of-
fences are not punishable in B & H. The above students are subject to appear before

penal courts.

2. Any violation of the Hellenic Penal Code by a student from B & H, apart
from other sanctions entails his immediate repatriation.

3. The students from B & H will also be subject to the Hellenic Administrative
and Civil Law.

ARTICLE XI
Course of Studies

1. During the course of studies the Students from B & H must comply with the
rules and regulations of Military Schools or Training Centers they attend and the Mili-
tary Hospitals where Medical and Nursing Officers receive practical training. All stu-
dents from B & H are subject to the same disciplinary rules as the Greek students.

2. Any student, who fails in the exams twice, is unsuitable to continue courses
and will be repatriated at the expense of B & H.

3. ltis possible to make an exception, if a student from B & H has failed in sea
or fly training.

4. In that event, the student will not be repatriated, but the Hellenic Authorities
may allow the student to enrol in another School or Specialty with the consent of the
MoD of B & H.

5. The MoD of B & H, after having been notified by the Hellenic MoD, has to
nominate the graduate students and cover the expenses of their uniform, three
months before their graduation ceremony, otherwise they will attend the ceremony
wearing the student uniform.

6. The students from B & H may visit their country or third countries, when on
leave, with the consent of the MoD of B & H.

7. The MoD of B & H must pay a leave allowance to those students who
spend their leave in Greece.

8. A student may give up his studies any time, with the consent of the MoD of
B & H. The latter will make arrangements concerning the repatriation of the student.
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ARTICLE XlI
Students’ Progress

1. The appropriate Hellenic Military Authorities must report on the student’s
progress to the MoD of B & H on a regular basis. Reports will be forwarded, following
exams. In exceptional cases, such as disciplinary offences, extra reports will be for-

warded.

2. If a student fails two or more subjects, the MOD of B & H and the student
concerned, will receive a written notice.

3. All correspondence between the MoD of the contracting Parties will be ef-
fected through the channels of diplomacy.

ARTICLE XIli
Finance

1. The provided scholarship covers accommodation, board and clothing of the
students at the Military Schools of Article I-1I-lll as well as training expenses, including
educational trips. It does not cover the cost of fuel of a/c.

2. The fuel of a/c for the training of pilot students will be borne by the MoD of
B & H. The payment will be effected according to the statement of expenses to be
forwarded to the appropriate Authority of B & H, through the MoFA of the Hellenic
Republic.

3. The cost of fuel should be paid within three months after the termination of
each training course (initial-basic-advanced). The training of students will be discon-
tinued if the cost of a previous training course has not been paid for.

4. The fare to/from Greece or any other travel expenses, not included in the
training course of the School, are not covered by the scholarship.

5. The students of B & H will receive a monthly allowance equivalent to the
one granted to Greek students by the Military Schools to cover their personal ex-
penses within Greece.

ARTICLE XIV
Ratification and Validity

This agreement will enter into force on the date of the relevant notification ex-
change, indicating that the necessary internal procedures have been completed in
both countries.

ARTICLE XV
Duration

1. This Protocol is valid for a period of five years. Upon its termination, it will
be renewed on an annual basis by mutual consent of both Parties.
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2. This Protocol can be terminated upon mutual consent of both Parties or if
either Party wishes so. In that case, a written notice must be given six months prior to
the initial five- year period, or six months prior to the end of each year.

ARTICLE XVI
Revision
1. Either MoD may propose, in writing, amendments or supplements to this
Protocol. Any amendment or supplement will enter into force after having been ap-
proved by both MoDs.

2. Amendments or Supplements will enter into force according to the proce-
dure provided for in Article XIV.

This Protocol was signed in Sarajevo on /./Z%?/./.Zﬂ’,//in two original cop-
ies in Greek, Bosnian, Croatian, Serbian and English Iangtéges. All texts are equally
valid. In case of differences in the interpretation, the English text will prevail.

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ANNEX "A"

MAIN DISEASES AND PHYSICAL DEFECTS DISQUALIFYING CANDIDATES
FROM MILITARY ACADEMIES AND NCO SCHOOLS

Various general diseases : Severe cachexia, reumatic fever, reumatoid arthritis,
chronic arthritis, collagen diseases, endocrine gland diseases, active tuberculosis
in an any organ, residues of post treatment tuberculosis,anghylosis of joints or
dyscampsia of joints, old fractures bearing materials for osteosynthesis, old
fractures with incomplete porosis, extensive scars, deformities impairing limb and
trunk motion, residues of echinococcal cyst.

Neurological disorders: all systemic disorders of the nervous system, residues
of old encephalitis, meningitis, vascular damage of the nervous system, traumatic
lesions, residues of traumatic brain injuries (concussion etc.), epilepsy, muscular
dystrophy (MD), nervous paralysis/paresis.

Pshyciatric disorders: Psychotic disorders, (schizophrenic, paranoid personality
major emotional disorders etc), mental retardation (MR) stammering, neurotical
disorders, drug and toxic substances addiction, personality disorders ( paranoid,
schizoid, hysteric, narcissistic etc), speech disorders.

Skin diseases : Acne with abscess, angiomas even limited, localised on the face
or extensive angiomas on the trunk, alopecia areata, eczemata, acuminata con-
dylomata, itching, vitiligo, psoriasis, extensive naevi (moles) on the face or in
points subject to pressure or friction, scars, cysts and chronic exanthemata on the
face causing deformity.

Ear diseases: Ear canal stenosis (in one or both), chronic otitis, perforated tym-
panic membrane ( ear drum ), labyrinth vertigo.

Face defects- face deformities: Disfigurements, deformities of the face, old
fractures of the mandibles (jaws) impairing mastication, temporomandibular joint
disorders, marked prognathism, chronic igmoritis.

Nasal disorders: Stenosis of both nasal passages affecting breathing, perforated
nasal diaphragm, chronic rhinitis, allergic rhinitis.

Throat -Larynx disorders: Torticollis, chronic laryngitis, paresis of vocal cords,
old injuries of the larynx affecting the voice.

Pharynx and oesophagus diseases: Traumatic and pathological stenosis, oe-
sophagitis, diverticulosis.

Eye diseases : Extensive eyelid scars, blepharoptosis ( eyelid drooping), chronic
blepharospasm, nystagmus or nystagmoid eye movements, strabism, chronic ir-
itis, choroiditis and retinitis as well as their residues, missing lens, increased in-
traocular pressure, exophthalmic chronic purulent dacryocystitis, permanent lac-
rimation because of tearduct obstruction, hay fever.

Mouth and lip diseases:cleft palate even if successfully operated on, harelip
even if limited, missing teeth preventing mastication, need for dentures, stuttering.
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ANNEX "A"
Thorax diseases: Congenital or acquired disorders of the thorax, limiting its
capacity and reducing breathing function, foreign bodies within the cavity of the
thorax, residues of pleuritis, chronic bronchitis, asthmatic bronchitis, reduced
breathing function , (vital capacity below 80% of the rate expected depending on
the age, the sex and the height).

Heart and blood vessels diseases: Congenital diseases of the heart and the
large blood vessels, acquired valve disorders of the heart and the blood vessels,
prolapse of the mitral valve, operated on heart and blood vessels disorders, bi-
cuspic aortic valve, myocardiopathy primary or secondary, permanent atri-
oventricular block, semiblock of the left branch of the HIS bundle, WOLFF-PAR-
KINSON-WHITE syndrome, paroxysmal tachycardia, permanent complete ar-
rhythmia, sick sinus node syndrome, persistent sinus bradycardia except cases of
athlete’s heart, pers istent extrasystolic arrythmias, occasional extrasystoles, a
moderately high arterial pressure (hypertension) with no other pathological find-
ings ( a moderately high arterial blood pressure is considered as such when the
maximum varies from 160-180 MMHG or when the minimum exceeds 100
MMHG, low arterial blood pressure (hypotension ) (systolic pressure permanently
below 90 MMHG), varicose veins with no functional disorders.

Abdomen diseases : Hernias of the front or side abdominal walls or pelvic herni-
as, inguinal hernias, duodenal ulcers, hyperbilirubinaemia, gallstones (choleliths),
post-traumatic, splenectomy, splenomegaly.

Blood Diseases: Severe or moderate anaemias of unknown cause, inherited
hemolytic anaemias, thalassaemia in connection with moderate anaemia, sickle
cell (drepanocytic) anaemia, bloodplatelet disorders ( thrombopathies).

Backbone diseases: Ankylosing spondyloarthritis, persistent chronic backache,
scoliosis, lordosis or kyphosis of the backbone even moderate, compression
fracture even in one vertebra regarding less than 25% of its height, cervical rib,
scalene muscles syndrome or costoclavicular syndrome, torticollis, congenital or

acquired, spondylolinthesis.

Kidney and ureters diseases: Nephrectomy for any reason, solitary kidney, con-
genital chronic renal failure, nephrotic syndrome, chronic nephritis, focal glomer-
ulonephritis even if kidneys function properly, pure renal glycosuria, nephrolithiasis
or ureterolithiasis.

Urethra and genitals diseases: Urethral stenosis, hypospadias, epispadias, one
testicle remaining within the inguinal tube while the other one is healthy in the ip-
silteral scrotum, testiclectomy for any reason except malignity, while the other one
remains healthy, severe varicocele, hydrocele.

Diseases of upper and lower limbs: Every congenital or acquired abnormality as
to the number, the shape and limb length discrepancies (LLD) exceeding 5.0 cm,
valgus alignment, varus deformity, pseudarthrosis, if it causes evident deformity or
affects the function of the limbs, shoulder dislocation, flatfeet accompanied by
valgus alignment and functional disorders, missing thumb or ankylosis of the
thumb, missing index finger or ankylosis of the index finger, loss of the big toe.
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ANNEX "A"
Gynaecological diseases and conditions:

a. Severe menstrual disorders.

b. Elephantiasis of external genitals.

c. Varicose veins on the genitals.

d. Bartholin gland infection, bartholin gland cyst.

e. Precancerous conditions of external genitals.

f. 2" and 3™ degree perineal rupture.

g. Any severe functional disorder regarding the genitals following an opera-

tion.

h. Acute and chronic diseases of the Fallopian tubes and ovaries.

I. Endometriosis.

j. Cystvaginal, urethrovaginal, orthovaginal fistulas.

k. Incontinence because of tension

|. Tuberculosis of the genitals.

m. Mastectomy, benign breast neoplasms.
| n. Hypophysis and hypothalamus disorders accompanied by anatomic
esion.

0. Chromosome abnormalities.

p. Hermaphroditic conditions.

g. Excessive hirsutism for endocrine reasons.

r. Gigantomastia, depending on how severely it impairs work performance.

Candidates who are pregnant or in confinement are precluded from joining
the Armed Forces.

SPECIAL MEDICAL STANDARDS REQUIREMENTS
1.  Somatometric parameters (body measurements)

Males shorter than 1.70m. ( 5ft 7inches) and females shorter than
1.55m ( 5ft 1 inch) are disqualified for Military Schools. Particularly candidates,
both male and female,for the Air Force Aviation Officers Academy are disqualified
if they are taller than 1.90 (6ft 3inches) and their trunk height exceeds 97cm (3ft 1
inch). The weight standards the flying personnel of 18! and 2™ category should
meet are those set by the manufacturers of the ejection seat in all aircraft types,
minimum allowable weight 63.5kg (140lb) and maximum allowable weight 93kg
(205Ib).

For males Body Mass Index should be 19-27 while for females it
should be 18-25.
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ANNEX "A"
2. Visual Acuity (VA)-Colour Vision

a. Candidates for the Army Academy (Arms), the Air Force
Academy (Engineers), Non -Commissioned Officers School, the Air Force
Technical NCO School and the Air Force Administrative NCO School must meet

the following standards:

(1) Visual Acuity with or without corrected vision 10/10 in either
eye and refractive error not exceeding 4 72 spherical dioptre (spherical equivalent).

(2) Colour Vision free of colour blindness (red-green-yellow defi-
ciency)which can be detected by means of the pseudoisochromatic plates ISHI-
HARA colour vision test.

b. Candidates for the Army Academy (Corps) should meet the
following standards:

(1). Visual Acuity with or without corrected vision 10/10 in
either eye and refractive error not exceeding 6 spherical dioptre (spherical
equivalent).

(2). Colour Vision free of colour blindness (red-green-yellow
deficiency) which can be detected by means of the pseudoisochromatic plates
ISHIHARA colour vision test.

(o} Candidates for the Air Force Aviation Officers Academy must
have distance and near vision not below 20/20 in either eye with no corrected
vision. They must not have been operated on to correct refractive error. Myopia
must not exceed 0.25 dioptre, hyperme tropia must not exceed 1.75 dioptre and
astigmatism must not exceed 0.75 dioptre in either meridian. Esophoria must not
exceed 10 dioptre, exophoria must not exceed 5 dioptre, hyperphoria must be up
to 1 dioptra while the near point of convergence must not exceed 70mm.

Colour vision: No more than four (4) wrong answers while taking the colour vis-
ion test of 14 or 17 pseudoisochromatic plates of ISHIHARA, including the an-
swers the examinee has failed to provide.

3. Auditory acuity

The maximum allowable hearing loss for frequencies 500-1000-
2000 Hz must not exceed 25dB for the worst ear. For frequencies 3000-4000-
6000 Hz the total hearing loss must not exceed 270dB for both ears.
